BEST CUISINE
Chalet dela Cloche, France
Located near the church in Tignes-les-Brévicres,
the little old village at the far end of the ski area
of Val d'Isére, Chalet de la Cloche is a haven of
sensual indulgence and metro-chic comfort,
lavishly accessorised with an indoor pool,
hammam and state-of-the-art gadgetry. It also
comes with Tadek, a Polish chef with the Fat
Duck on his CV, who brings a touch of Heston

to Savoie every night. But he is not too absorbed
in his art to dish up a sensational high tea for the
children, before the serious business of grown-up
dinner. Luckily, the church bell falls silent at
night, resuming in time to rouse you from a bed
that might otherwise be too comfortable.

BEST ORGANIC SPA
Bella Tola, Switzerland
This gem of a hotel in quirky little Saint-Luc dates back to

1883 and was built on the foundations of a Roman villa. The

32 renovated, cosy bedrooms, comfortable sitting room and bar
come with art nouveau lighting, wood floors, early photographs
of the area, and random mountain memorabilia. The highlights
are the swimming pool with a roaring log fire beside it, and

the jaw-dropping views enjoyed from the organic spa. Try a body

wrap using glacial soil from the valley, a massage with Swiss-pine

and silver-fir oils, or a mineral mask with glacial water and rose
oil. By day, Saint-Luc's skiing is suited to beginners and
low-intermediates; expert skiers should pop over to Grimentz,
15 minutes’ drive away, where there is plenty of challenge and
some demanding off-piste. Evenings at Bella Tola are livened up
by local couples who come to eat in the hotel's three restaurants.

BEST GLAMOROLS

Chalet RoyAlp is the first ski-in, ski-out hotel in
Villars - a quiet, demure resort with a distinctly
Swiss old-world charm. It's less than two hours
from Geneva, so on the same morning you fly
out of Gatwick, you can be basking in the sun
10,000 feet above sea level, skiing on snow that
never melts. With a ski pass available that links
130 miles of runs and off-piste, there is something
for everyone here; the boon for RoyAlp guests

is that it's an easy run home from the slopes to
the door of the hotel and bar, via heated locker
rooms. For all its luxe glamour, RoyAlp welcomes
families: there is a 15-seat cinema, playrooms to
suit all age groups, a huge pool and child-friendly
menus - though a fondue ritual seems to work
Just as well for keeping them happy and distracted.
